The exhibition of the SNM - Cerveny Kamen Castle
Museum entitled The Palffy Family of Cerveny Kameni
and Maria Theresa is part of the series of exhibitions
organized by the museums of the Slovak National
Museum and presented in its main building in
Bratislava. Just as in case of the previous exhibitions
organized by specialized museums of the SNM, it is
not a general profile presentation of this museum and
its collections, but a thematically specific exhibition.

The seat of the SNM - Cerveny Kamen Castle
Museum was the family seat of the aristocratic
Palffy family from the late 16™ century until 1945.
The collections which were subsequently developed
here, are comprised of a wide spectrum of collection
items from history, crafts and fine arts of various
provenience and dates. The exhibition focuses

a specific part of the history of the castle and family.
However, the preserved items are only fragments
from the family’s rich history. In order to emphasize
the representative character of this exhibition,

the theme has been placed in a wider historical
context and illustrates the closeness

of the Palffy family with the imperial court

during the reign of Maria Theresa.
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Vystava SNM - Miizea Cerveny Kameii s nizvom
Palffyovci z Cerveného Kameria a Maria Terézia

je dal$ou z radu vystav miizei Slovenského narodného
muzea, ktoré predstavuje vo svojej sidelnej budove

v Bratislave. Rovnako ako u predoslych vystav
Specializovanych mazei SNM nejde ani teraz

o vSeobecnt profilovii prezentaciu miizea a jeho
zbierok, ale o tematicky Specificki vystavu.

Sidlo SNM - Miizea Cerveny Kamei,

hrad Cerveny Kamei, bolo od konca 16. storo¢ia

az do roku 1945 rodovym sidlom $lachtického rodu
Palffyovcov. Zbierkovy fond, ktory tu nasledne
vznikol, tvori Siroké spektrum zbierkovych
predmetov z oblasti historie, umeleckého remesla
avytvarného umenia r6znorodej proveniencie
adatovania. Zvolena téma prezentuje prostred-
nictvom zbierkovyjch predmetov konkrétny vysek

z dejin hradu i rodu, s ktorym je toto $lachtické sidlo
spaté. Zachované predmety st vsak len zlomkami
z bohatej historie rodu. Kvoli umocneniu
reprezentativneho charakteru vystavy je téma
zasadena do SirSieho historického kontextu
ailustruje previazanost Palffyovcov s panovnickym
dvorom v obdobivladnutia Marie Terézie.




Vystava pozostava z viacerych tém, ktoré
pribliZuji konkrétnych clenov rodu Palffy,

hrad Cerveny Kameri a panstvo vtomto obdobi.
V 18. storoci, ktoré znamenalo novii éru v dejinach
Habsburskej monarchie, boli Palffyovci aktivnou
stiCastou politického diania. Dominanty

vystavy — portréty prislusnikov vladnucej
dynastie a ich sticasnikov z rodu Palffy, ilustruji
spolocensky status rodu v tomto obdobi ale aj
vysledky snahy o naklonenie uhorskej slachty

na stranu panovnickeho dvora. Po dvoch bratoch,
palatinoch Mikulasovi (1657 — 1732) a Janovi
(1663 -1751), je Gistrednou postavou vystavy
Mikulasov vnuk Rudolf Palffy (1719 - 1768),
ktory pokracoval v tradicii previazania rodu

s viedenskym dvorom. Jeho Zivot bol vSak vyrazne
spaty s panstvom a hradom Cerveny Kamei.
Okrem Giprav samotného objektu to dobre
dokladaviacero artefaktov z jeho rozsiahlej
zbierky starozitnosti a kuriozit, ale i fragmenty
kniznice Ci stolovacich stiprav.

Navystave st prezentované malby a grafiky
poprednych dobovych portrétnych majstrov
aich dielni (Johann Gottfried Auerbach,
Rosalba Carriera, Johann Gottfried Haid,
Martin van Meytens, Jakub Schmutzer),
viaceré doposial nevystavované predmety

z kabinetu starozitnosti Rudolfa Palffyho,
ukazky fajansy z holic¢skej cisarsko-kralovskej
manufaktiry, unikatna velkorozmerna

mapa casti Malych Karpat v blizkosti
Cerveného Kamena, mortuarium Marie Terézie
z pozostalosti viedenského arcibiskupa
Kristofa Migazziho, zakazany spis ,slovenského
Sokrata“ Adama FrantisSka Kollara o vztahu
panovnickej mocik cirkvi a k Slachte z kniZnice
Rudolfa Palffyho a mnohé dalSie predmety

zo zbierok SNM - Miizea Cerveny Kamei.

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The exhibition consists of several themes

related to specific members of the Palffy family,
Cerveny Kamen Castle and the estate in this

period. In the 18™ century, a new era in the history
of the Habsburg monarchy, the Palffy family

was actively involved in political life. The dominant
elements of this exhibition — portraits of members
of the imperial dynasty and their contemporaries
from the Palffy family, depict the social status

of the family in this period, as well as the results

of the effort to make the Hungarian aristocracy
more favourable towards the imperial court.

Aside from brothers, Palatines Miklés (1657 —1732)
and Janos (1663 —1751), Mikl6s’s grandson

Rudolf Palffy (1719 - 1768), who continued

in the tradition of linking the family and the court

in Vienna, is the central figure. His life was closely
connected with the Cerveny Kamen Castle

and estate. In addition to his renovations

to the castle itself, this is well documented by several
artefacts from his extensive collection of antiquities
and curiosities, as well as fragments of library

and dining sets.

The exhibition also presents paintings and prints
of prominent portrait masters and their workshops
(Johann Gottfried Auerbach, Rosalba Carriera,
Johann Gottfried Haid, Martin van Meytens,

Jakub Schmutzer), several not yet exhibited

items from the Antique Cabinet of Rudolf Palffy,
faience pieces made in the Holi¢ imperial royal
factory, alarge map of the Little Carpathians near
Cerveny Kamen Castle, the mortuarium or funeral
coat of arms of Maria Theresa from the estate

of Vienna Archbishop Christoph Migazzi,

the banned publication of Adam FrantiSek Kollar’'s
“Slovak Socrates” about the relationship

of the power of the monarchs to the Church

and aristocracy from the library of Rudolf Palffy
and many other objects from the collection

of the SNM - Cerveny Kamen Museum.
